Intro Cinematic Alpha 

The alpha for the largest narrative cinematic in the game has also been included as a PPT file. The cinematic will be done in flash with our current game art style by the Beta development cycle.  The cinematic will be a panning shot across a magazine stand containing the publications front covers and the content of the voice-over you see/hear in this alpha.  Each set of tools will also include a smaller 5-10 second cinematic that will drive the story line of building the Alien Fossilizer weapon and keep the students interested. 

Check sheet 

· The Kuper Flamerock data set will load automatically. 

· Double click in a cell to change the data. 

· Double Click in a row or Column to change the name. 

· The check box beside the rows will indicates whether the row will be included in the Run Chart and whether it will be effected by the random number generator. 

· Each row is associated with a random color that will be reflected in the Run Chart. 

· The arrows inside each column can the clicked to move the column one space at a time in either direction. 

· The arrow buttons [<<] [<]   [>] [>>] above the Check Sheet columns will move the data being currently viewed.  [>] will move a single column width [>>] will move to the last column. 

· The ADD ROW button will add a row in the last slot.  You can delete specific rows by clicking the [x]. 

· Adding and deleting columns is done with the ADD COL/DELETE COL buttons. 

· A single click in any cell will select the data. 

· Click and hold, then drag across cells to highlight them.  You can hit the Generate button to graph only that selected data.  Rollover selected highlighted data  with your cursor to view the calculations. 

· Rollovers for each column, row, and selected group of cells will reveal all course relevant calculations. 

Run Chart 

Any time a change is made in the Check Sheet the generate button must be hit to update what is being displayed in the Run Chart. 

· Use the arrows at the bottom of the Run Chart to scroll in either direction. 

· The Connect Points check box will add and remove lines. 

· Holding the cursor over a particular data point will highlight the corresponding cell in the Check Sheet above as long as it is in the viewable area of the interface. 

· A red line in the run chart will represent the Average, two orange lines on each side of the red line will represent the Standard Deviations.
