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Exercise (Student)
Services Contract Act 


During precourse work, students will have reviewed the CLM presenting Contract Wage Standards (Construction) (formerly Davis-Bacon Act) and the Service Wage Rate Standards.  For this Flex Topic they first should look in the FAR/DFARS and reply with the citations applicable.

The key to the four questions is the students must determine first what the situation is.  Then review the guidance of the Service and Construction Wages Standards.  Determine whether the work it is strictly construction, services, or a combination of both.  Support your answers with rules and regulation citation.

Students must determine first what the situation is, then they must bounce the situation against the Service and Construction Wages Standards.  Determine if it is strictly construction, services, or a combination.  They must support their answers with rules and regulations.  Please remember, the answer may vary as how the students describe the need will push their answer.

Answer the following questions and select the best response to the questions and scenarios.  Be prepared to discuss your responses in class.  

1. Where do you find the Service Contract Labor Standards?  (Hint:  Look in the FAR and  DFARS or the lesson F7 slide presentation.)

2. In an existing building a chiller has ceased functioning.  To get the building back on line is this construction or services?  (Circle selection)

3. In another building while renovations are occurring, existing chillers must be replaced to meet new code requirements.  Construction or Services? (Circle selection)

4. A new command is moving into an existing facility.  Their mission is so different from the previous tenant, chillers with different capacities are now required.  Construction or Services? (Circle selection)

5. The current facility is scheduled to be demolished.  Analysis recommends, with some repair to the building’s chillers, these could be used in another facility, saving scant funds while providing a better working environment.  Services or /Construction? (Circle selection)
