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Frequently Asked Questions about 508 Compliance Testing


Q. When will the WAT and JAVA/Object Inspection testing be implemented as a requirement?
A. xxxxxx 2011

Q. Will all deliverables come under the new requirement?
A.  All new development and all revision development will fall under the new requirement. Maintenance and continuation of development begun prior to xxxx start date will continue under the extant review process.

Q. Who will conduct the WAT and JAVA/Object Inspection testing?
A. Vendors/developers will conduct the tests and complete a Compliance Checklist and Impact Report . These reports must accompany the prototype and the programmed lessons deliverables. 

Q. What happens if the vendor turns in an Impact Report that says the course or module is not compliant?
A. DAU will work with the vendor’s Compliance Checklist to determine the remediation plan to bring the course or module into compliance. However, the vendor is ultimately responsible for bringing the course or module into compliance in a timely manner. 


Q. Will DAU continue to conduct 508 reviews using their checklist?
A. DAU will review courses or modules in maintenance or in development before XXXX using the DAU 508 Compliance Checklist. 

Q. Will DAU also conduct the WAT/JAVA/OI tests?
A. For a period of time, DAU will conduct WAT/JAVA/OI testing to verify vendor results for new or revised modules.

Q. Which does the vendor follow to conduct the compliance testing? The DHS script or DAU’s job aid?
A. The job aid designed to assist you in following the DHS testing script and in understanding the Federal 508 standard against which you are testing. Use the DHS script to conduct testing. Consult the job aid when you have questions about the standards or the testing tools.
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
